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Tutorial for Picture Scheduler 

 

The Picture Scheduler is an application for the iPhone or iPod Touch. It allows users to create 

picture/auditory task lists or video-based instructional materials and also allows users to set alerts to 

ƛƴŦƻǊƳ ƭŜŀǊƴŜǊǎ άǿƘŜƴέ ǘƻ ǇŜǊŦƻǊƳ ǘŀǎƪǎ. In order to create these lists, content must first be created 

by the user and then imported into the device. The following is a tutorial for importing content into 

the iPod and for creating instructional materials using the Picture Scheduler.  
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Adding Photos to iPod Using iTunes 

 

1. Before syncing 
photos onto iPod, it is 
highly recommended 
that they be 
organized into an 
άƛtƻŘ ǇƛŎǘǳǊŜ folderέ 
either on the desktop 
or on an external 
drive. To keep 
content organized 
(e.g., by task) create a 
main picture folder, 
and then create sub-
folders containing 
pictures for each 
task. 

 

2. Open iTunes and plug 
in iPod 

3. Select iPod icon 
under Devices to 
open the summary 
page

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Creating Picture/Audio Lists Using Picture Scheduler 

1. After loading pictures on to iPod, Open 
Picture Scheduler

picture/audio prompt. (If a prompt was 
previously created, it can be selected 
from Load older) 
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4. From photo album, open folder 
containing desired photos (e.g., pour 
milk) 

5. Touch desired picture and select 
ά/ƘƻƻǎŜέ ƛŦ ƛǘ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ ƛƴǘŜƴŘŜŘ ǇƛŎǘǳǊŜ 

 
Tip: To save time, it is a good idea to load 
prompts in reverse order (it is helpful to 
have a task analysis written prior to 
creating the picture sequence)

of the step using keyboard (it is 
sometimes helpful to number the steps).

7. To add audio description, plug in external 

microphone (for iPod Touch), select 
ά!ǳŘƛƻέΣ ŀƴŘ ōŜƎƛƴ ǊŜŎƻǊŘƛƴƎ 
ƛƳƳŜŘƛŀǘŜƭȅΦ tǊŜǎǎ άtƭŀȅέ ǘƻ ƘŜŀǊ ŀƎŀƛƴ 
(note: it may be necessary to unplug 
microphone to hear the recording). If 
ǎŀǘƛǎŦƛŜŘΣ ǎŜƭŜŎǘ ά{ŀǾŜέΦ LŦ ƴƻǘ ǎŀǘƛǎŦƛŜŘΣ 
ǘŀǇ ƻƴ άwŜŎƻǊŘŜŘέ ŀƴŘ ǊŜ-record. Once

8. Repeat these steps for all pictures to 
create task list or schedule. 
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9. If picture sequence needs to be re-
ƻǊŘŜǊŜŘΣ ǎŜƭŜŎǘ ά9ŘƛǘέΣ ǘƻǳŎƘ ƭƛǎǘ ƛŎƻƴ 
(three horizontal lines on right), and 
rearrange steps by touching and dragging 
them to desired location. When satisfied, 
ǇǊŜǎǎ ά5ƻƴŜέ 

 
10. To have photos displayed in full screen 

when played, change settings by pressing 
ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ƛŎƻƴ όƭƻǿŜǊ ŎŀǎŜ άƛέ ƭƻŎŀǘŜŘ 
at the bottom right of screen). Once in 
ǎŜǘǘƛƴƎǎΣ ǘǳǊƴ Ŧǳƭƭ ǎŎǊŜŜƴ ƛƳŀƎŜ ǘƻ άhbέΦ 
The audio quality can also be set on this 
ǇŀƎŜΦ {ŜƭŜŎǘ ά5ƻƴŜέΦ 

 
11. If learners need a reminder to know 
άǿƘŜƴέ ǘƻ ǇŜǊŦƻǊƳ ŀ ǘŀǎƪΣ ŀŘŘ ŀƴ ŀƭŜǊǘ ōȅ 
ƎƻƛƴƎ ǘƻ ά5Ŝǘŀƛƭǎέ ǇŀƎŜ όǇǊŜǎǎ ōƭǳŜ ƛŎƻƴ 

 on right of desired note) and select
